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Contacting potential sponsors
1. The best approach is to visit each potential sponsor to ask them personally for their
sponsorship. Be sure to give them a sponsor packet of information including your letter,
the LTIA brochure, and the sponsor coupon.
2. An alternative approach is to call them to ask for their sponsorship, and mail them the
sponsor packet. Try to time the call the same day they receive the packet. Ask them if
they received the packet and if they are interested in sponsoring you.

Thanking your sponsors

1. Immediately after receiving a commitment or a check, call your sponsor, and thank him, then send him a thank
you letter.
